Course Description:  A continuation of Greek I, this course covers the basics of New Testament Greek.  We will pursue our study of the Greek language by surveying grammatical forms, studying sentence structure, and developing a solid vocabulary of the most commonly used words in the Greek New Testament.  Plenty of time will be devoted to translating actual sentences and later whole passages from Greek into English.  Along with this, we will also discuss the best techniques of translating Greek into English and explore how knowledge of Greek gives new insight into the reading of the New Testament.
